
Guidelines: Mid-term evaluation PhD

Purpose

The purpose of the mid-term evaluation is to give the PhD candidate the opportunity to present his or hers project briefly and to address potential issues related to the completion of his or her doctoral dissertation. After 2-3 semesters, it is assumed that the PhD work has reached a point where it is possible to assess the project. At the same time, there is enough time left for the adjustments to be helpful.

The mid-term evaluation is carried out in the middle of the PhD period. The time frame is about 1/2 hour.

Participants are the candidate, the supervisor (s) and the coordinator of the PhD education (or someone the coordinator has delegated the responsibility to).

[bookmark: _GoBack]The candidate shall present a short document as the basis for the mid-term evaluation.
The document must contain:

o A summary of up to 2 pages, describing scientific activity and results.
o Any publications related to the PhD project.
o Overview of completed parts of the training, and a plan for remaining courses.
o Progression plan.
o Problems or comments related to the PhD work

Implementation

Based on the document presented by the PhD candidate, the candidate gives a detailed account of the individual points presented in the section above (about 20 minutes).

The mid-term evaluation should end in an oral assessment. This assessment should include advice related to current issues.

The PhD candidate must write a report from the mid-term evaluation by using the mid-term evaluation form. A completed form is then sent to the coordinator of the PhD education and the head of department.

If the report concludes that the PhD project may be in danger of not being completed within the stipulated time frame, proposals for measures must be specified. The responsibility for developing proposals for measures lies with the main supervisor in consultation with the candidate and the institute. A new evaluation corresponding to the mid-term evaluation is carried out no later than one year after the initial evaluation.
